COOKIE POLICY
WHAT COOKIES DO WE USE?
The website www.lifelongtraveller.com of Promo Digital-Dávid Ilona E.V. (1077 Budapest, Izabella utca, 3/A), Registration number: 55326483, Tax number: 56656707-1-43 , hereinafter referred to as Promo Digital, uses cookies (small files consisting of letters and numbers that are stored in the browser of the user visiting the website or transferred to the hard disk of his/her computer with your consent) to distinguish the user from other users of the website www.lifelongtraveller.com. This allows the user to browse the website more easily and the cookies help Promo Digital to improve the website.
The Promo Digital-Dávid Ilona E.V. uses the following types of cookies to operate its website: 
•	 Mondatory cookies. These cookies are essential for the functioning of the www.lifelongtraveller.com website. Among other things, they allow you to log in to restricted areas of www.lifelongtraveller.com. This type of cookie cannot be disabled.
The following information is placed/collected by the cookies: unique login details, session ID (to allow the site to remember your preferences during the session), server affinity and authentication details (to establish and maintain the connection with the most appropriate servers).
We also use strictly necessary cookies for the duration of each session ("session ID cookies" or "session cookies").

•	Session cookies.
A session cookie is used to store information about a user's preferences or changes to them. Session management allows information about the user to be stored on the server (user name, purchase items, etc.). Session information is temporary and is deleted after the user has left the site by logging out of the website or closing their browser.
Session cookies are also used by our service providers to check whether the Cookie Notice, which provides consent information, has been viewed and to ensure that an online cookie usage notification is regularly displayed to inform you about the use of cookies on the site and how to turn them off and on. Session ID cookies also store your personal preferences in the Program.
You may refuse or block the use of these cookies by changing the cookie function of your browser. The 'help' tab in the toolbar of most browsers will tell you how to stop accepting new cookies, how to be notified when a new cookie arrives and how to turn off existing cookies. However, if you reject or disable the use of these cookies, you will not be able to use the Programme, as these cookies are essential for the Programme to work.

•	Analytical/performance cookies. These cookies allow us to identify and count the number of visitors and show how visitors move around the website while using it. This can be used to improve the way the website works, for example, to help users find what they are looking for easily.
As an external service provider, Google Analytics helps us to independently measure website traffic and other web analytics data. Google Analytics is a web analytics service owned by Google Inc. Google Analytics uses so-called tracking cookies to identify visitors, and uses these cookies to create analyses and evaluations of user behaviour for the owner/operator of the Website/Webplayer/Application. Google Analytics does not record any IP data that could be used to identify the Data Subject beyond reasonable doubt.Működőképességet biztosító sütik. 

These cookies help the user to be recognised when they visit the website again. Its content can be personalised, the user can be addressed by name and their preferences can be remembered by the system.  Cookies are tracking technologies used on the website.

Cookie type, expiry, target
__utma 2 years after setup/update Used to distinguish between users and sessions. The cookie is generated when the javascript library does not contain an existing __utma cookie when opened. The cookie is updated with each data submission to Google Analytics.
__utmt 10 minutes A custom cookie generated by Google Analytics is used to process user requests and generate statistics on website traffic.
__utmb 30 minutes after setting/updating The custom cookie generated by Google Analytics is used to determine new sessions/visits and to generate statistics on website traffic. The cookie is generated when the javascript library does not contain an existing __utmb cookie when opened. The cookie is updated with each submission of data to Google Analytics
__utmc After the end of the browsing session It is not used in ga.js. Set to be interoperable with urchin.js. Traditionally used in conjunction with the __utmb cookie to identify whether this is the user's first session or visit.
__utmz 6 months after setting/updating Contains the data source and the access method that explains how the site is accessed by the user. The cookie is generated when the javascript library is started and is updated each time data is sent to Google Analytics.
__utmv 2 years after setting/updating Proprietary cookies operated by Google Analytics store visitor-level individual variable data and generate statistics on website traffic. The cookie is generated when the developer uses the _setCustomVar procedure to change the user level individually. The javascript library does not contain an existing __utmb cookie when opened. The cookie is also used to invalidate the _setVar method. The cookie is updated each time data is sent to Google Analytics.
In addition to the cookies mentioned above, the following cookies are also used which are strictly necessary for the functioning of the site:
_ga 2 years Google maps embedding cookie
jvsz_session Cookie strictly necessary for the functioning of the site
Xsrf token cookie for Angular framework
You can use your web browser settings to disable cookies. However, if you disable all cookies in your browser (including essential cookies), you may not be able to access some or all of www.lifelongtraveller.com.
